Nelv reservoir pipeline could follow stream
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Over 850 local residents visited exhibitions
of Portsmouth Water Company’s plan for a
new reservoir in Havant Thicket. The
company say 250 feedback forms have
been received.

People want to keep the rural character of
the site with minimal impact to wildlife and,
if feasible, new wetlands habitats created.

Leisure facilities should be improved for
walkers, cyclists and horse riders as well
bird watchers and anglers.

There was a strong need to minimise the
impact of the construction on local roads
and provide adequate parking for visitors.
Overall, say the company, a majority of the
people who gave their views were
supportive with many seeing the new
reservoir as a potential benefit to the area.

The preferred route for the pipeline from
the Bedhampton works to the new
reservoir would be via Riders Lane
alongside the Hermitage Stream. This
could provide an opportunity to make
major improvements to the stream. But
there are concerns about the impact on
Great Copse and alternatives are under
review.

The next step will be a formal planning
application in 2009 involving detailed plans,
traffic and environmental impact
assessments.

Lib Dem councillors have been active from
the start of the project urging residents to
get involved and make their views known.

Local election round up

Thousands of voters throughout Havant supported Lib Dem candidates in the
May Council elections. 58% of the votes cast went to Tory candidates and 24%
to the Lib Dems. Labour had only 11%; the Green Party only stood in 2 wards.
This makes Lib Dems the only real opposition locally and across the borough.
The Tories have 84 % of the council seats with less than 60% share of the vote.
In a Waterloo ward by-election in September Lib Dems came within 48 votes
of gaining the seat from the Tories.

Havant Council is thinking of changing the cycle of elections from a third of
the council in 3 out of 4 years to the complete council every four years with the
County Council elections held in between.

Any such changes must be ratified by two-thirds of the Council and supported
by evidence that the public wants the change.

The arguments for and against are finely balanced and not entirely a question
of costs. When the public consultation comes please make your views known.
